As you probably have read the world headlines on the news and the newspapers about the recent
disaster of the Victorian Bushfires that were the worst natural disaster in Australian history. Over 200
people lost their lives, and 7,000 residents were displaced (no homes).

Please find one of the stories from my husband’s parents Pearl and Frank who survived the Marysville
bushfire.

Here is her story.

“God saved us there is no doubt about that. It was not an ordinary fire. It was a holocaust, it came so
quickly and all our preparations were the same as others had prepared were utterly useless. Nothing
could have saved it. The whole town was gone in a matter of 12 minutes. A miracle is all we can say
as we sat inside our little house while everything blew up around us. We thought we will never survive
this but | can tell you we were calm and just thanked the Lord for the wonderful life (62 years) we had
together. And we know Jesus was there with us”.

Blessed be the name of the Lord they and other people survived the Marysville bushfire. They have
been overwhelmed with kindness and generosity and have access to everything they need.

This is one of the many stories that the Victorian people shared. Please consider and pray for those
people and their families who have lost their lives. We do not know why those things happened but
trust in the Lord as Wendy Jones from Paradise Church, South Australia, shares in her Pastoral Page
about giving thanks no matter what circumstances but give thanks to the Lord for giving us comfort,
peace, faith, love and grace that is available to us.

You will find a couple of stories about the Deaf people living in China and Uganda, South Africa, who
really need our prayers and support. Let’'s pray and seek God’s wisdom by giving financial support,
and prayers to local charities such as the Red Cross, Deaf Ministries International who also helps Deaf
people in Uganda, South Africa and China.

Ps. Laurence Hough
Signs Church

It is all because of God’s grace that Signs Church
presented this report for the last three months. Paul
wrote in the first letter to the Corinthians (I Cor
15:10) that we are what we are, all because of the
grace of God. Paul was implying that it is not
important to labour more in God’s field but to labour,

we must do so by the grace of God.

Here is the short report:

1. Early December, Ps. Laurence
conducted a weekend workshop on
“Walking in the Spirit” at Christchurch,
New Zealand. He also gave a short
message to hearing church about the
ministry to the Deaf. Sunday night, he
preached on how to become a true
disciple of Jesus. More photo on Signs
Church website.

2. We purchased brand new Husqgvarna ride-on mower for the land (see photo below). We
set up roster to mow every second Saturday in summer and monthly in winter.

3.  We organised a professional to fell two tall
trees on the land to make way for soil fill
(which is the next stage).

4. Over the Christmas period, our architect’s
office  was broken in and their Apple
computers were stolen. We had to re send
all details again to them. A slight setback
nevertheless God’s still in control as
Wendy wrote in her article (See Pastor’s
pen)

5. In January, we have Scott (surname removed) showing us the work of Sister D. Scott is
a missionary to China and who based at Heritage City Christian Church (Ipswich). Scott
showed us the photographs of Kindergarten for the Deaf in one of Chinese provinces.

6. In February, we have Ps. Rod Chapman ministered at Signs Church service and about
50 people came to listen. They came from several other Deaf church and ministries.

7. In March, we have Lesleigh Brennan sharing her visit to Uganda. She showed us
photograph and video of several Deaf and Hearing ministers involved in Deaf Church
and Deaf School. At the service, we agreed in faith with Lesleigh that Griffith University



will sponsor one of them to Australia and the prayer was answered next day. We will
have Uganda pastor ministering to us in August.

8. Signs Church decided to sponsor one of the Ugandan deaf children to education. We
sponsor a boy named Simon (see photo). In addition to Simon, some partners of Signs
Church also sponsor other deaf child. If you want to sponsor a deaf Ugandan child,
send me an email and | will talk with Lesleigh.

9. Ps. Laurence attended the Deaf High School Camp at Burra (near Bundaberg) a couple
of weeks ago. He was engaged as bus driver for the camp but he was able to share
Jesus with the children a lot of times. He also found more Christian teachers of the Deaf
outside of Brisbane. He also found a young deaf girl (19 years old) on fire for God and
attended Bundaberg church (hearing). Ps. Laurence believed she is a potential
Christian deaf leader.

10. Signs Church will conduct a Deaf ministry workshop at Hervey Bay Baptist Church next
month so these people are keen to attend and learn how to reach the Deaf for Christ.
The workshop is part of Signs Church’s Project Judea Outreach (for more information
on PJO, go to www.signschurch.org.au/ministries/pjo.htm)

11.Sis. Charlene and Ps. Laurence will attend 2nd European Deaf Christian Conference (9
days) in Munich, Germany in June. We will fly to Tallinn, Estonia and travel via Finland
to Munich. After the conference, we will travel to Greece to seek out Deaf and help in
Deaf Church. Laurence will return home on 5th July but Charlene will stay another 2
weeks to travel to Russia with Ps. Riho Kurg. | hope to upload photographs of the
European ministry to Signs Church website whenever | have access to Internet.

12.Signs Church had a partners’ meeting
on 29 March 2009 followed by
fellowship and lunch together. We
have partner's meeting every three
months  because Signs Church
belongs to the people and we present
our financial statements and invite
partners to share their ideas i.e. what |
they want to see in Signs Church. We
had an honour of having Nola Colefax
visiting us for the fellowship. Nola was
a recipient of Order of Merit (OM) for
her devotion to Deaf theatre in NSW
(see photo)

13. Signs Church Governing Council met at Noosaville for a weekend meeting retreat. We
discussed many plans, visions and goals for 2009. One of the goals we discussed and
agreed on was producing a Christian Signs DVD. However, Bible Society of Australia
agreed to work with us on this project. We will meet with Bible Society representatives
shortly to discuss the project. This DVD is also excellent for sign language interpreter in

regional areas to learn Christian signs.

14.Signs Church is in the process of re-
acquiring DeafCare, a charitable
ministry to the needs of the Deaf. We
decided to acquire it because of the
change in circumstance due to the
building project. With the building, we
will be able to do much more in
reaching the needs of the deaf
community.

Signs Ministries has been independently meeting for the last 12 months with Deaf living on the
south end of the Gold Coast and Tweed District.

As the Pastor of Signs Ministries, | see God is shaping Signs Ministries to be different to how it
started 8 years ago. Over the last 12 months God is building Signs Ministries to be totally
about outreach for the Deaf, not just another part of a hearing Church. Sometimes this works
for some Deaf ministries, but not for Signs Ministries. In the past, Signs Ministries was
amalgamated into the fellowship of a hearing Church. This happened two times.

We have had fellowship with the Deaf either in Ps Charmayne and Steve’s home, or in the
Deaf person’s home as regularly as we can meet. This is a time of prayer and praising the
Lord and having Bible teaching and discussion. Always followed by food! This is fellowship and
being brothers and sisters who support each other without playing ‘church’. We have had
many prayers answered for health, support for overseas Deaf Pastors, On Australia Day Ps
Charmayne and others met with Shiloh Deaf Church to pray for the Deaf in Australia and for
Deaf Ministries in Australia and for our wonderful country and its politicians.

Signs Ministries has been fundraising through sales of Grace Cosmetics (Pro-Ma). Money
supports outside requests, for example for help for overseas missions. We have always
passed on offerings to support DMI (Deaf Ministries International) for Bibles for the Philippines
and support for Burma.

Ps Charmayne is currently working toward supporting the Deaf Churches and
Deaf community with Interpreting. All Deaf everywhere should have access to
the Word of God by Interpreters who are Christian and can sensitively work

with the Holy Spirit to bring the message across. This means all visiting

preachers to the Cities in Australia can be interpreted for the

Deaf across Australia. Not only this, but having interpreted

Bible College classes etc. This project is being called the

Army of Born Again Interpreters, started by Ps Charmayne
and Charlene Grace of Signs Church. Please pray for God'’s blessing to see
the vision come to fruition.

Ps Charmayne is a Missions Mobiliser with Kairos. Please pray for this material to be made
into AUSLAN DVD's for the Deaf Churches in Australia to run with. It is a great missions
course with teaching for giving us God’s worldview and to see our part in cross-cultural
missions today so we can be church-planters all over the world, so all Deaf can have the
Gospel presented to them anywhere in the world. Then Jesus can come back!

UGANDA “THE PEARL OF AFRICA”
By Lesleigh Brennan

Africa, Uganda. Do you know where that
is? What is it like there? What are Deaf
people’s lives like there? Are there Deaf
Christians and Deaf ministries? How does
Ugandan society treat Deaf children?

During Christmas — January 2009 | had the

privilege of going to Uganda for 3 weeks.

Uganda is known as the “Pearl of Africa”. It

is a country of contrasts — some of God’s

beautiful creation is there. However, the

country and the people are recovering from

over 20 years of war. Uganda shelters and shares its few resources with many refugees from
neighbouring countries. Because of the war, there are many widows and orphans. The country
is fighting an epidemic of HIV/ AIDS.

Kampala, the capital city is crowded with 5 million people living in an area half the size of
Brisbane. It has almost no good
roads servicing 5 times the
amount of traffic in Brisbane.
Dust, rubbish, noise, smoke,
houses in walled compounds,
the very rich and very poor
living side by side is easy to
see. You may not even
recognise their shops, church
buildings, schools or even some
of their “houses”.

For many people” give us this
day our daily bread” is
genuinely prayed in faith,
because for them, it's God or
nothing! By God'’s appointment,
| was so privileged and to
attend a service at Immanuel
Church for the Deaf (ICD).



| immediately felt so welcomed and at ‘home”, and of course | was fascinated with Ugandan
Sign Language. | thank Signs Church Brisbane for inviting me to speak about Uganda, the
Deaf, and some of the video footage | took of Pastors there sharing about their ministry,

challenges and needs.

| am challenged, humbled and love Pastors David, Sam and Joel who are men of faith and
vision. Their devotion to prayer is an example to all believers. The Deaf youth there are
dynamic and passionate. Many Deaf travel long distances to fellowship, worship and learn
together. There is no doubt they love Jesus and each other. ICD run a Bible School for Deaf
leaders from other African nations who are then sent back to their own countries to work for
the Lord. The Deaf in war torn Southern Sudan are crying out to them for help. They are doing
all they all they can to complete the work the Lord has given them with so few resources.

| was horrified to hear that Deaf people are not valued in Ugandan society. Isolated Deaf
children born deep in the villages are often still seen as a curse. They may be neglected or
severely abused. Just before Christmas Pastors from ICD rescued a Deaf girl from a village
where she had been tied up for 3 weeks and starved, and put under the chicken house. Pastor
Joel told of his own deaf brother who was killed by a mob. Many Deaf stay in prisons without a

trial — without interpreters.

Many Deaf children do not even
receive an education. ICD work with
Deaf Ministries International (DMI), and
have a sponsorship program. Diana
Laing of Signs Church is now the proud
Australian sponsor "mother” to a Deaf
Ugandan girl, Rachel. She will be 10
this year, and has only ever attended
school for two terms so far. Signs
Church has also become sponsor
“parents” to Simon. He is 14 this year
and has never been to school. Both
children are from a poor rural area.
They have no language, no
communication. Praise God now they
have hope.

Pastor Sam who is part of ICD

(hearing, interpreter) is working with me, and trusting God to come to Australia in August 2009.
He will attend the ASLIA Conference in Melbourne, but spend a couple of weeks in Brisbane

early August. His time will be for
ministry opportunities, and to gain
access to some of the major services
and resources available for Deaf
people and interpreters.

The people - the Deaf — of Uganda are
God’s pearls.
