Our Governance Structure 

We believe the Bible teaches that every born-again 
believer is a member of Christ’s body; however, to 
be effective in fulfilling the Commission of Christ, 
commitment to a local church’s vision and ministry is 
necessary. We endeavour to ensure flexibility and 
sensitiveness to the Holy Spirit’s leading in all we do.  
The structure of the church is divided in two areas: 

Spiritual Oversight. 

Meeting the spiritual needs of the Church through 
worship, ministry of the Word and prayer of faith. 
This consists a team of Apostle, Prophet, Evangel-
ist, Shepherd, Teacher, Elders, Overseer 

Governing Council (Deacon/Helps). 

The Council meets regularly to regulate the busi-
ness, financial and legal requirements of the Church 
as an incorporated association. Currently, we have 
five members on the Council, who have been 
proved faithful in the Lord’s work over many years.
