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This is a story that shows a very important truth
about forgiving one another. Jesus told a story like this
one in Matthew 18:21-35.

Once there was a king who decided to see how much
money he had. As he was going through his account
books, he saw that one man named Bill owed him
$10,000,000. The king sent for Bill to make him pay the
money back.

Bill couldn’t pay, so the king ordered Bill to be sold
as a servant, also his wife and children and everything
he owned. .

Bill fell down in front of the king, and with his face
in the dust, Bill cried for mercy, ‘Oh sir, be patient with
me and 1 will pay all the money back.”’

Then the king was filled with compassion for Bill
and he set him free, and forgave him his debt. **You
need not pay anything,” said the King.

““Be Gentle and ready to forgive;
Remember, the Lord forgave you, so you must forgive others”’

But when Bill left the king, he went to a man named
Sam who owed him $200, and grabbed Sam by the
throat and said, ‘“You pay me now’’.

Sam fell down in front of Bill and begged him to give
him a little time to to pay. **Be patient and I will pay
it,”” Sam cried.

But Bill wouldn’t wait. He sent for the police, and
put Sam in jail until the money was paid back in full.’

Then Sam’s friends went to the king and told him
what had happened.

So the king sent for Bill again, and said, “‘you
wicked, bad man!” Look, 1 forgave you all that debt of
$10,000,000, just because you asked me. You should
have mercy on other people. Just as I had mercy on
you.”’

Then the angry king sent Bill to the torture chamber
in prison until he had paid everything he owed before.
