Faster and faster
my spirit travelled, until ahead of me | began to
see irridescent lights beckoning me into the most
beautiful city | had ever seen.

It was immense. | could never put into words
the greatness or splendor of that city. Everything
was so brilliant. Dazzling lights of every colour
were arrayed in breathtaking magnificence; but
this was magnified into a brilliancy many many
times greater than anything this planet could
produce.

| saw its gates of pearl, its streets of gold - not
just paved with gold, but a solid, yet crystal-clear
gold. | viewed its walls of jasper consisting of a
heavenly green unlike anything | had ever seen
before. It has a marble-like vein running all
through it. There were colours that were
.impossible to describe. There was just no
comparison to colours | had ever known before.

Then [ saw one wonderful light shining from
the centre to the right of God's throne. |
recognized it as being Jesus, my Saviour.
Although | didn’t see Him as a person with a
physical body, He welcomed me into His
presence, and | began to worship Him; not lightly,
but with a deep reverence.

Then my attention was drawn to the hospital
bed where my body lay. | saw my Pastor walk into
the room. He picked up my lifeless hand, and
began to rebuke death in the authority of the
name of Jesus, commanding my spirit to return to
my body.

| asked Jesus what | should do. He said,
“What do you want to do? | replied that | would
rather stay with Him, but that if He would be with
me, and help me on earth, then | would go back.
Jesus then gently chided me for doubting, and
gave me a command that | could never resist,
“Son, go back....”" With that, my spirit returned to
my body.
