











ANOTHER DEAF MINISTRY BEGINS ...
Reporting from MT. GAMBIER, SOUTH AUSTRALIA.

Mrs Jan Parker writes:—

Towards the end of 1982 we were privileged 1o start
“*Ministering to the Deaf” at our church in Mt. Gambier
(S.A.).

It all started so insignificantly — about 12 months prior to
this Sally Roman and 1 decided to do a six-week course on
“*Signs and Communicating with the Deaf"’, which was being
taught at the Community College. Our thoughts at the time
were — “*Maybe some deaf folk would pass through Mt.
Gambier on holidays from other Assembly of God churches,
and it would be helpful if we could talk with them’’.

However, after we had completed this course, we decided
we should pray and ask God to send to church any deaf people
who lived in Mt. Gambier. Nothing happened for about 4-6
months (in which time we had almost forgotten all we had
learnt) — then one day two deaf folk (David Hamilton and Fay
Finley) did come, and what did we do? — We panicked!

The next couple of weeks found Sally and I cramming as
much “*Signs and Finger Spelling' as we could — all of a
sudden we felt so inadequate. In the meantime our deaf folk
had grown to three (with the arrival of Julie McClement and
her daughter Lisa). They all came each week, even though they
could not understand a thing that was happening.

They kept coming and we kept cramming — we did not
want to ““Sign” until we felt ““Good Enough” to handle the
task before us — How often Christians put off becoming
involved until they feel *‘good enough'’,

Over the next few weeks we proved how *“a little’ in God’s
hands can produce such wonderful results. We realised we
would never feel good enough within ourselves — so we prayed
and asked God to take the little we knew and use it for His
glory — and He did. We stepped out in faith and started
signing the services for these dear folk and we have since had
the privilege of seeing each of them accept Jesus as their
Saviour.

We have had four other deaf folk, from surrounding areas,
attend our services since then, and we do pray that they too will
receive Christ as Lord and Saviour too — and that this ministry
will continue to grow in Mt. Gambier.

It is a tremendous blessing to be part of this ministry.

A testimony of God’s grace
— Mrs. Julie McClement.

When I was on holidays at Port MacDonnell in 1965 I went
to a Scripture Union Beach Mission. They told Bible stories,
but I never understood what it was all about. At this time in my
life 1 was drinking and smoking and going to lots of parties at
the hotels with my friends.

Sometimes | would look at the different churches as I drove
past, and I would feel warm inside. One day someone told me |
should try to go to church, but I could not go — I was too
frightened to go to church.

In 1982, a christian I work with talked slowly to me and
helped me understand about church — again my heart felt
warm.

The next Sunday another christian friend 1 had met picked
me up and took me to the Assembly of God Church in Mt.
Gambier (S.A.).

I have now accepted Jesus Christ as my Saviour, and my
whole life has changed — I have peace in my heart that | never
had before. I have finished drinking and smoking and all the
parties at the hotels — Jesus has given me a ““New Life”.

Life at home is so much better for my daughter and [ since
my life has changed — I have a new love and care for Lisa now.

Even at work I have changed — 1 love the people | work
with now, and I try to make them happy and laugh too —
before I was all tied up inside, but now Jesus has made me free.

About six weeks after I became a Christian, I received a
special Sash from my work for ‘“‘Involvement and
Responsibility’ — I am so happy and I want to follow Jesus all
my life.
