Since I was married in 1972, 1 had a great desire to
have a baby. However, by early 1981, I had not fallen
pregnant and I thought I would never have a baby.

Colin, my husband had to go to America in
February, 1981 and I went with him. When we were in
Florida I had a heavy dream that I was holding a baby in
my arms. I dream’t that the baby was a boy with brown
hair and very chubby. When | woke up in the morning I
saw no baby in my arms. 1 thought this dream was just
another dream, however, I told Colin about it. Colin
said to me, ““This is a true dream and it will happen to
you omne day’’.

I forgot about the dream until we went to the
A.O.G. church in Orlando, Florida. The pastor said,
*“There is nothing wrong with dreams and God can use
dreams to show you something’’. Again, I remembered
the dream I had.

After three months in America we returned home to
Australia via New Zealand.

Not long after we arrived home a lady asked me to
go to the Women’s Aglow meeting. I said to her, “How
can I go to the Aglow meeting? My car is broken!’* She
said to me, ‘I will take you’’. So I agreed to go.

At the Aglow meeting, after the message a lady said
to me to go forward for prayer. I said to her ‘““What
for?'" I went forward thinking that I will ask prayer for
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healing of my ears. A lady prayed for me, however, I
was not thinking about asking God to give me a baby.

The next week 1 went to a Youth camp for the
weekend. 1 felt God was teaching me to say thank you
for my baby every time I prayed. So I prayed and
thanked God for my baby.

After the camp when I was at church, Judy wrote on
a piece of paper and asked if I remembered going
forward for prayer at the Aglow meeting. I said “yes’’.
She said to me, ‘“You will have a baby soon’’. I was
shocked because I had not told Judy my desire for a
baby. I remembered again my dream and turned my
eyes to Jesus and thanked Jesus for my baby. I felt a
blessing and warmth flow through my body.

About two months later, I went to see the doctor and
he confirmed that I was pregnant. I found it hard to
believe that I was pregnant, even though Colin told me I
was pregnant before we went to the doctor,

Then on February 16, 1982 after only 5 hours
labour, God gave me the baby son he had promised. He
had beautiful brown hair and I praised God that night
to hold my baby in my arms. He only weighed 5 pounds
102 oz. and was not very chubby. After I came home
from hospital he started to gain weight rapidly. Almost
a pound per week and soon became the chubby little boy
I dreamed about. We called our baby “‘Samuel’’ which
means ‘“The Lord heard™’. Truly God heard my prayer.
1 Sam. 1:20. God is good. 1 want to praise Him — 1
want to thank all the people who prayed for me.
