Jan has begun Sign Classes already in the church,
expecting to see an important deaf ministry outreach
begin on the northside.

From Life Centre, City of Knox, Valerie Sharp reports
on the Deaf Ministry there.
She writes:

We have five lovely deaf Christians, and we are
believing for many more. I know there are many deaf
folk around the City of Knox.

Sign classes are held each Thursday night at the
Centre, for those who want to learn to communicate
with the deaf, and I believe it is a start for those whom
God plans to use in this ministry. On Sunday afternoon
at 4 o’clock, we have a special Bible Study for the deaf,
which is interpreted. This is a branch of our All Age
Christian Education Programme.

We also have a fellowship night every Wednesday,
also interpreted. Three weeks of the month on a
Wednesday morning we have ladies cell groups meeting
in some of the homes, to study God’s Word. The group
I lead is for the deaf.

On the last Wednesday of each month, we all come
together at the Centre, and have a lovely time of
fellowship. This takes the form of a Coffee Morning to
which the deaf are invited and ministered to.

One lady, Sue Thornton, came along to sign classes
last year., She had really been blessed of the Lord, and
He has anointed her in ministering to the deaf. She is
now able to share the interpretation responsibility with
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me and is a greal help as we move on in God.

Sue has a real burden for deaf children, and after
much prayer He has opened the doors for her to go into
a school to teach religious instruction. ‘‘Praise the
Lord”.

Drama and mime have a part to play in our church
programme and I am very excited as the deaf can really
become involved in this way.

We also started a Deaf Club here at the Centre,
Thursday 12th July at 8.00p.m. Initially this Club will
meet once a month and as interest grows, we hope to
increase the number of meetings. Many deaf in this area
have to travel a long distance to the nearest place for
companionship, and for that reason they have very little
social life. We desire to meet this need and use this as an
evangelistic outreach.

We will start with a get together, play a few indoor
games, chat along with supper to follow.

We are believing for Life Centre City of Knox to be
known to the deaf, where they can come together, make
friends, enjoy themselves and have good fellowship.

God is doing great things in these latter days — the
deaf are very special to Him, and we here at Life Centre
are believing for great things to take place amongst the
deaf brothers and sisters.

Julie and Morrie Thompson from Mt. Gambier
share a wonderful testimony of God’s hand upon their
baby son Luke. Morrie writes:

On the 3rd April, Julie gave birth, however she was
admitted to hospital on the Ist. Two weeks overdue, she
was going to have the birth forced. However, a call for
prayer went out and the folk of Millicent and Mt.
Gambier Assemblies of God responded. The baby was
born without forcing the birth, but because of his size
(10Ib 60z) he was exhausted when born. There was no
heartbeat for three minutes and the doctors worked

quickly to get him *‘started up“‘(living again). His heart
started, but he was not breathing — no air for 22 long
minutes. Oxygen was of course pumped into him, As
the doctors worked with great care without giving up on
Luke, Julie and 1 were left alone. We were forgotien by
the doctors but we were not forgotten by God. We felt
the presence of the Holy Spirit very strongly. We could
see the nurses shaking their heads and all we could do
was hang on in prayer. We prayed again and again to
trust God. God answered that act of faith, He honoured
our simple prayer — trust God. He reached out and
touched Luke. The oxygen tube was taken out and Luke
let the world know he was alive. Today he is fine. As
Julie puts it, **I feel and know in my heart that God has
touched my little child. The Lord truly does have the
power of life and death,”’

Julie and | are at present in Millicent working at
establishing an Assembly. Her deafness is no bother but
is in fact very much a blessing on everyone. People are
naturally drawn to her and she can easily make children
feel comfortable.
