It's very common among the British. I used to try to pretend I knew

very little, because anyone who showed off their knowledge was
mocked by the general public. Then my son rebuked me about that.
Since then I've tried to be true and simple and live up to what

The Apostle Paul was very well educated. and his writings were

\ sometimes hard to follow (2 Peter 3:16). Yet his personal appeals
were always in true simplicity and straight. He even boasts of

| his simplicity (2 Cor 1:12). True simplicity means being yourself
and not being a two faced person. Jesus hated Hyprocites.

May we be people who are simple, genuine and true
— in Jesus’ Name.
