Testimony

[ was crowned Miss Deaf Ontario during The
Ontario Cultural Society of The Deaf’s Festival of
Arts ‘89 on Sept. 30. I also won the talent
competition, performing pantomime, and was
chosen Miss Congeniality. [ will compete for the
Miss Deaf Canada Festival of the Arts in Niagara
Falls, Ont in July. 1990. But let me tell you more
about my life.

I grew up in a Christian family in Wooduville,
Ont, My family go to church most of time, [ was in
Sunday School with all hearing people. I learned
alot of Bible stories. Also | was a teacher’s
assistant for Sunday School with hearing kids. |
went to Sir James Whitney School for the deaf in
Belleville, Ont., and my school had special
classes from High School and went to George
Brown College in Toronto this year, [ moved to
the city to live with my friends and my friends are
Christian too. My friend teaches Bible Study for
the Deaf Group. I am involved in the Bible Study
with deaf people and go to Bethel Deaf
Tabernacle. | added to my knowledge more
about God, but I feltI missed somethingand I told
my friend about that and my friend told me about
asking Jesus to come into my heart. | know | love
Jesus but [ did not feel intimate with Jesus. She
said, God is awake 24 hours every day, so at
11:45 a.m. my friend. her husband and I started
to pray together about that which we had
discussed. | asked Jesus to come into my heart. |
received new birth as a Christian on Feb 8,
1990.

On Friday, Feb 9, when [ met my mother, we
started to talk together. | had planned to tell my
mother that [ am Christian but before [ could tell
her she noticed that my eyes were different. My
mother thought that | had fallen in love with
some young man! [ told her that | was now a
Christian. My mother knew that | now loved
Jesus.
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On Feb 13, I went to Bible Study with deaf
people and I gave my testimony of how | asked
Jesus to come into my life. My deaf group felt
shocked because they didn't know that | had not
asked Jesus into my heart before. They told me,
they thought I was a Christian before, but that
was not true because | had missed knowing. | had
to invite Him into my life and forgive my sins.
They are so happy that [ am saved!

After | received the spirit of Jesus | wanted to
get Baptism of the Holy Spirit. I tried to pray in
tongues but [ didn’t getthat one. | went to visitthe
Deaf International Bible College in Minneapolis
to look around the college that [ may attend next
fall. On Sunday, that day was Mother’s Day. |
went to Highland Park Church had a special
speaker from Australia. When the speaker
finished, [ went forward with other people to pray
for our needs. The speaker showed us to pray in
sign. As | started to pray, | signed differently, not
ASL language but in a different sign. 1 was
baptized in the Holy Spirit and using sign
tongue.
