I attended the Australia
Deaf Pentecostal Convention in Camp
Howqua on 6-12 January '92. I arrived in
Sydney, Australia on the 19th December 91 for
the first time. Six years ago, I heard about Deaf
Ministry in Australia from New Zealand
missionary. 1 felt like visiting Australia before
but time never allowed me to do so. Praise the
Lord for the opportunity God gave me. It was
wonderful convention. I feel itwas a rewarding
one in my calling, I enjoyed the convention as
well as visiting some different Australian
Churches and enjoyed Fellowship with each
other. I learnt many things in that experience.
Thank God, I learnt Auslan, so that I was able to
fellowship with many. I saw some people were

He said, "Yes,
because 1 am happy that God changed my
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heart from sin and was happy for having a
friend who came from the Philippines. I would
like to pray for your ministry in the Philip-
pines.” Then He prayed for me in my room, and
then I'hugged him and thanked him for praying
for me.

Institute of Deaf in the Philippines. One year
ago, we set up Deaf Ephphatha Business with
our co-partner. I brought "I Love You” woods,
dolls, fans, stickers and different T-shirts etc.
Yes, Deaf Filipino Christians made them. They
were so thankful to people who bought things
for remembrance at the Australian
Conference.

We pray that the work of the Deaf Ministry
will continue the Good News in the Churches.
