











Report from the Bible Institute for the Deaf
in the Philippines

The Bible Institute for the Deaf (BID) in Manila, is
not only a school. It is the ministry of the people
involved in it. Teachers, both hearing and deaf, and
staff work faithfully in their different tasks, in spite
of insufficient income. They find great fulfilment in
seeing their students develop from shy, insecure
and problematic, misunderstood persons into fine
young people willing to give their lives in service to
other deaf people.

In October 1991 BID celebrated its 20th year.
Founded in 1971 through missionary to the deaf,
Rev. S.W. Shaneyfelt, BID is a ministerial school for
high school graduates. Offering a four years
diploma in Bible, Christian Education, Evangelism,
Missions and Communications, the institute’s main
aim is still to provide a spiritually oriented educa-
tion and to train the deaf to minister to the deaf.

Praise and glory go to the Lord for all the wonder-
ful things accomplished through the years. Today
BID has several graduates in leadership positions
in different churches in the Philippines and abroad
- trained deaf successfully ministering to the deaf.
This is surely His work and His work will continue
to triumph.

Presently, there are 18 fellowships of the deaf
right across the nation. Except for two, sixteen of
these groups are handled by BID graduates and
students. In a recent count by Philippines General
Council of the AOG (PGCAG) Department for the
deaf, these fellowships are ministering to over 600
deaf all around the country. Such a blessing, but
what a challenge when one thinks of the other out-
reached estimated 500,000 deaf of the Philippines.
In this Decade of Harvest, we are prayfully asking
the Lord of the harvest to help us double our minis-
try numbers.

BID students attend classes four times a week.
All day Thursday they minister in different special
education schools in Metro Manila. With limiting
weekday activities, the deaf workers spend their
weekends visiting their deafchurch friends. We also
minister to the parents of the deaf. Many of them
accepted the Lord while being ministered to in our
sign language classes.

BID works closely with the PGCAG Department

of the Deaf Graduates of BID are channelled
immediately to the supervision of the department.
To co-ordinate the work, a Deaf Fellowship was
established to help unify the 12 groups in Metro
Manila. These quarterly meetings provide breaks
for the deaf to see their brothers and sisters in all
the fellowships. Also, a camp is conducted every
summer in three Philippine regions to give more
fellowship and spiritual growth to the deaf. Every
two years the national camp is held. In fact, the last
one was held in April 1992.

To date, BID has graduated almost 40 students.
Very few compared to that of hearing schools,
nevertheless, they are the specially chosen few. As
already indicated, most of them are active in the
country and abroad. With only nine ministerial
students this semester, we are greatly challenged to
pray for more students.

Please pray with us. When the Lord said He loved
the world, | know He meant all the people in the
world, including the deafl When He gave the
command, 'Go ye into the world' He did not exempt
anyone. The deaf surely have a role to play in the
Great Commission. They can too, go. Let's help
them go.

BID students and graduates are making a
difference as they invest time, concern and love in
outreach to those they understand only too well,
being deaf themselves. However, their own needs
must be met by sponsorship.

Recently BID has recommended for sponsorship
several specialized ministries who are either
pastoring or pioneering deaf congregations -
Evengeline Doon, Jeannie Lotho, Marlene Cabral,
Ronnie Macahilo, Raymond Mahinan and
Victorino Jervosa II.

Will you participate in this worthy ministry by
helping to sponsor one or two deaf workers? Our
World Missions goal is to see all six graduates
supported at $150 each per month.
