Threatened
Julio*, a young lay evangelist, had been threatened by a terrorist group. ‘You must stop
preaching,’ they said. ‘If you do not obey us, you will pay with your blood.

This terrorist group had taken control of the area where Julio walks from town to town to
preach. Funded by drug trafficking, they have closed the police outstations and govern
the region by their own rules. Any individual or group which will not co-operate with them
is in danger.

Very brave

Julioignored the threats and continued his usual rounds, preaching in the small mountain
churches and encouraging the believers. An older pastor who had endured much
suffering at the hands of terrorists stated, ‘To serve the Lord in the midst of persecution is a
serious matter. Julio was very brave.'

Again the terrorists wamed Julio, and again he disregarded the threats against his life. The terrorists were outraged. ‘Our vengence will
be complete,’ they said. ‘We asked your co-operation, and you discbeyed us. Now we will make an example of you.'

A few days later Julio was ambushed and taken to the centre of one of the larger towns in the area. He was publicly judged and found
guilty of made-up charges such as working against the health of the people.

Other Christians joined him in praise, encouraging him with songs
about heaven,

It's a miracle of God!" '

Julio left the square with the brethren. These men continue their
ministry in the face of daily violence. They hold firmly to the truth
that Christ Himself, although invisible in form, walks among them
and gives them strength to be courageous. ‘It is every Christian’s
obligation and duty to be loyal to our Lord,’ they say.

Will your prayers help to build a shield of protection around them
as they continue to defy the terrorists? Do pray for all missionaries
and believers in troubled countries.
