In 1968, before we got married, our Church’s minister asked us if we like to choose his bible or our own for our
wedding so we bought it. But we couldn't understand the seriptures which is 1Corinthians13:4-13. When the wedding
was over, | opened our bible again and got surprised the note which was written by our minister who made the words
simple for us to read. We read it in several times but later we finally understood. We moved to Christchurch and brought

up three children.

In June, 1979, when at Richard's work, Grant Brewester asked Richard if he was interested to go to Apostlic
Chureh for the spacial healing meating for the deaf, blind, erippled and sick. He went and saw many strange things what
God touched people including him. One week later, we went thers seeing many hands raising up in the air with the song
and praise. Grant and his wife helped us through the service. After we got home, we felt relaxing with the Lord and
realise that | am born again in fow days. But we believe that God don't want me to be hearing because He wants us to

minister the Deaf.

In Sept 1982, our whole family were baptised in the water and after that, we felt so beautiful as the Holy Spirit
lifting me up lighter.
